c. The Recorder will be able to create the teams offline when advised by email.
3. Swimmers in miscellaneous teams will not be eligible to earn points or set records.
4. Teams will still need to be 4 Female, or 4 Male, or 2 Female + 2 Male in Mixed Relays
5. Swimmers in miscellaneous teams are eligible to earn ribbons. Ribbons for the same position (first, second, or third) will be given to the club team that finishes in the next place.
6. The swimmers eligible are from the following clubs, which had fewer than 12 first claim swimmer members at 1 September 2025.
